A word from the presbytery… 

By the time this reflection
reaches most of us, the
Triduum will just have been
completed. Some may read it
on Holy Saturday, while
these sacred days are still
unfolding. Most, however,
will read it on Easter
morning, when we have
passed together through the
great liturgy which began
with the Mass of the Lord’s
Supper and reached its
fulfilment in the Easter Vigil
in the Holy Night. That
timing matters. We are not
looking ahead to these
mysteries from a distance.
We are reading in the light of
what the Church has just
lived.

The word Triduum means
“three days”, yet these are
not simply three days placed
beside one another. From the
earliest centuries, Christians
had kept them as one single,
continuous celebration: the
Lord’s Supper, the Passion,
the silence of the tomb, and
the joy of the Resurrection
bound together as one
mystery of redeeming love.
The Church has always
known that we can not
understand Easter apart from
the Cross, nor the Cross apart
from Easter. We do not move
from one isolated event to
another. We are drawn into
one saving act of Christ, who
loved his own to the end.

That is why these days still
speak with such power to

those of us trying to remain
faithful in the twenty-first
century. We live in an age of
noise, fatigue, and unease.
Many now dread the news
because they already suspect
what it will bring: war,
unrest, cruelty, confusion, and
another cause for sorrow. A
quiet pessimism can easily
settle upon the soul. Yet the
Triduum reminds us that
Christian hope is not a matter
of temperament. It is born by
staying close to Christ even
when the world grows dark,
and by learning that darkness
does not have the final word.

Saint John’s account of the
Resurrection expresses this
with great delicacy. There is
no display and no triumphal
flourish. There is the empty
tomb, the signs left behind,
the beloved disciple entering,
seeing, and believing. Faith
begins to awaken there, not
because every question has
been answered, but because
death no longer tells the
whole story.

Julian of Norwich gave words
to that truth which Christians
have treasured ever since:
“All shall be well.” Easter
morning does not invite us to
deny the wounds of the
world. It teaches us where to
stand while facing them.
Christ is risen. Therefore
despair is never the deepest
truth about the world, and it
need never be the deepest
truth about us.
